Electronic Collections: 
 OhioLINK- Electronic Journal Center (EJC):  Full text of 7000+ research journals. 

 Academic Search Complete (EBSCO):  Academic Search Complete provides access to more than 

7,100 full-text periodicals, including more than 6,100 peer-reviewed journals. In addition to full text, this 

database offers indexing and abstracts for more than 11,200 journals and a total of more than 11,700 

publications including monographs, reports, conference proceedings, etc. The database features PDF 

content going back as far as 1887, with the majority of full text titles in searchable PDF format.  

 Business Source Complete (EBSCO):  Business Source Complete provides full text journals in all disciplines 

of business, including marketing, management, MIS, POM, accounting, finance and economics. 

Additional full text, non-journal content includes financial data, books, monographs, major reference 

works, book digests, conference proceedings, case studies, investment research reports, industry 

reports, market research reports, country reports, company profiles, SWOT analyses and more.  

 MasterFILE (EBSCO):  This multidisciplinary database provides full text for nearly 1,700 general reference 

publications with full text information dating as far back as 1975. Covering virtually every subject area of 

general interest, MasterFILE Premier also contains full text for nearly 500 reference books and over 

164,400 primary source documents, as well as an Image Collection of over 502,000 photos, maps & 

flags.  

 ReferenceUSA:  Company profiles in the business database include address, phone number, size, lines of 

business, and executive for over 14 million businesses. The consumer database covers 203 million 

households and provides addresses, phone numbers, median household income and median home 

value.
