ILEAD USA

e ILEAD USA is an immersive continuing education program that develops library leaders through projects
based on community needs using technology. The State Library is a partner in a Laura Bush 21st Century
Librarian Program grant awarded to the State Library of lllinois by the Institute of Museum and Library
Services (IMLS).
